Basic Functions
The following are instructions for using your air

conditioner’s basicfunctions.

AUTO Function

InAUT Omode, theunitwillautomatically selectthe COOL,

HEAT, FAN,or DRY function based onthe set temperature.

1 Pressthe MODE button, select AUTO.

2 Setyourdesiredtemperature usingthe UP @) and
DOWN (¥) buttons.

3 Pressthe ON/OFF button to start the unit.

NOTE: In AUTO mode, the fan speed is automatically
seton AUTO mode and cannot be changed.
ECONOMY mode can also be activated.
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COOL/HEAT/FAN Function
1 Press the MODE button to select COOL, HEAT, or FAN.
2 Setyourdesired temperature usingthe UP (A ) and

DOWN (¥) buttons.
3 Press the FAN SPEED button to select the fan speed.

4 Pressthe ON/OFF button to start the unit.
NOTE: In FAN mode, the temperature cannot be changed.
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DRY Function
1 Press the MODE button, select DRY.

2 Setyourdesiredtemperature usingthe UP (A )and
DOWN ) buttons.
3 Press the ON/OFF button to start the unit.

NOTE: In DRY mode, the ECONOMY and FAN
SPEED buttons cannot be used.
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FOLLOW ME Function

The FOLLOW ME function enables the remote control to

measure thetemperature atits currentlocation. When

using AUTO, COOL, or HEAT functions, measuring
ambient temperature from the remote control (instead
of from the indoor unit itself) will enable the air
conditioner to make sure that the temperature around
you is optimized for your comfort.

1 Press FOLLOW ME button to activate the function.
The remote control will send temperature signal
tothe indoor unit every three minutes.

2 PressFOLLOW MEbuttonagaintoturnoffthisfunction.

NOTE: The swing function can only be used in SWING mode.

Setting Airflow Direction

1 Pressthe SWING buttontoactivate the swing function.
Pressthisbuttonagainto setthe louverintheposition
you want.

2 Pressand holdthe SWING button for three secondsto
make the louver move continuously.

NOTE: Theswingfunctioncanonlybeusedin SWING
mode. The swing range of the louvers is 30°.

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TIMER Function

Yourairconditioning unithastwotimer-related functions:

+ TIMER ON-setsthe amount oftime afterwhichthe
unit will automatically turn on (delayed on).

+ TIMER OFF-setsthe amountoftime afterwhichthe
unit will automatically turn off (delayed off).

1. TIMER ON Function

The TIMER ON functionallowsyoutosetaperiod oftime

after which the unit will automatically turn on, such as

when you come home from work.

a. Press TIMER ON button. By default, the last time
period that you setand an“H” (indicating hours) will
appear on the display.

NOTE: This number indicates the amount of time after the
currenttime that youwantthe unittoturn on. For example,
ifyou set TIMER ON for 2 hours, “2.0 H” will appearonthe
screen, andthe unitwillturnonafter2 hours.

b. PressTIMER ON buttonrepeatedlytosetthetimeyou
want the unit to turn on.

c. Wait3seconds,thenthe TIMER ON functionwill be
activated. Thedigital display onyourremote control
will then return to the temperature display.
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Example: Setting unit to turn on after 2.5 hours.

2. TIMER OFF Function
The TIMER OFF function allows you to set a period of time
after which the unit will automatically turn off, such as

when youwake up.
Example: Setting unit to turn on after 5 hours.

NOTE:Whensettingthe TIMER ON orTIMER OFF
functions, upto 10 hours, the time will increase in
30-minute increments with eachpress. After 10 hours
and upto24,itwillincreasein 1-hourincrements. The
timer willrevertto zero after 24 hours. You canturn off
either function by setting its timer to“0.0 H.”
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Setting both TIMER ON and TIMER OFF at the same time

(Combined Timer Function)

Keep in mind that the time periods you set for both

functions refer to hours after the current time. For example,

saythatthecurrenttime is1:00 PM, and youwantthe
unitto turnonautomatically at 7:00 PM. Youwantitto
operate for 2 hours, then automatically turn off at9:00 PM.

Do the following:

1. Press TIMER ON button. The last TIMER ON setting will
appear.

2. PressTIMER ONbutton repeatedly until‘6.0 H” is
displayed onremote control (6 hours after 1:.00PM, which
is 7:00 PM).

3. Waitfor 3seconds, and the TIMER ON function will be
activated.

4. Then press TIMER OFF button. The last TIMER OFF
setting willappear.

5. Press TIMER OFF button repeatedly until “8.0 H” is
displayed on remote control (8 hours after 1:00 PM, which
is 9:00 PM).

6. Wait for3 seconds, and the TIMER OFF function will be
activated.
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The unitwillnow turn on after 6 hours (7:00 PM)and

turn offagain after8 hours (9:00 PM) (see Fig. 11).

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Troubleshoot Your Remote Control

Problems

The fan speed
cannot be
changed.

Possible Causes

Check whether AUTO
mode is selected.

Solution

In AUTO mode, the fan speed is
set automatically and cannot be
changed.

Check whether DRY
mode is selected.

InDRYmode,the FANSPEED
button is ineffective.
Thefanspeedcanonlybe changed
in COOL, FAN, and HEAT mode.

The temperature
display is off.

Check whether FAN
mode is selected.

In FAN mode, the temperature
cannot be adjusted.

The TIMER OFF
disappears after
a period of time.

If the TIMER OFF function
was activated, the operation
may have finished.

The air conditionerwill
automatically stopattheset
time and the indicator light will
turn off.

The TIMER ON
indicator disappears

after a period of time.

If the TIMER ON function
was activated, the operation
may have finished.

The air conditionerwill
automatically start at the set
time and the indicator light will
turn off.

There is no sound
when the ON/OFF
button is pressed.

Check whether the signal
transmitterof the remote
control is properlydirected
towardstheinfrared signal
receiver of theindoorunit.

Point the remote control
directlyat thereceiver
and press the ON/OFF
button twice.
